Lessons from Flying in Formation: 
 
Fact 1: People who share a common direction get there quicker and easier 
because they are traveling with the thrust of one.

Fact 3: It pays to take turns doing the hard tasks and to share leadership. 
 
Fact 4: In groups where there is encouragement there is much greater
